made of photo degradable plastic

POLYMER

Cur non-toxie, synthetic polymer locks
like rock salt and can absarb up to 400
Himes its weight in water.

TREE SHADES

Tree shades are an 8" = 127 plastic mesh
sereen that is slipped over and stapled
arcund a metal wicket. The screen
provides an B0% shade factor and phota
degrades after 5 FEArs, Place the tree
shade ne=t to oL seedling on the south
or southwest side; this will cast a shadow

over your tree during the hottest Hime of
day.

In natural forest
conditions shade is provided by
surrounding mature trees and objects
such as dewned logs. The lack of shade
iz pritnarily a concern with conifer
seedlings of certain species such as pines,
spruces, firs, and Douglasfir. Bven
species that require direct sunlight wall
fare better if partially shaded during
establish ment.
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
